Background
The purpose of this event is to enable representatives from Scottish Colleges and Universities to contribute to the development of a Climate Change Commitment for the sector.  As publicly-funded institutions Colleges and Universities in Scotland have a responsibility to demonstrate how they will play their part in contributing to the Scottish Government’s commitment to an 80% cut in CO2 emissions by 2050. The event is free of charge for all staff from Scottish colleges and universities and from not for profit organisations.  Attendance is essential for everyone wanting to contribute to the development of a response by the sector to the Government’s targets for CO2 emissions.

2. Understand the role that institutions have in achieving the Scottish Government’s commitments;

3. Have had the opportunity to contribute to a sector response to the Scottish Governments commitment to reduce carbon emissions by 80% by 2050; and

4. Know what action they need to take now.
